Last week Andrea (Class 10) helped the 
research and development team at Royal 
Papworth Hospital to run a teddy bear clinic as 
part of the Cambridge science fair.  
 
Her role included examining the teddy bears 
by listening to their heart rates, checking their 
blood pressure and temperatures and even 
bandaging any injured limbs. She then went to 
the teddy bear lab to process the teddy bear 
blood by centrifugation and pipetting.  
 
She also helped to enrol teddy bears into a 
randomized control research study where the 
cuddliness of the teddy bears was scored prior 
to two interventions (hugging or brushing) and 
then afterwards as well.
